Art in the Park 2010

With the success of Art in the Park 2009, and after popular demand, this summer saw Art in the Park 2010 kick off with a promising start yet again involving an array of workshops and entertainment for the whole family. For six days between 3rd and 13th August 2010, Evesham, Pershore and Droitwich welcomed nearly 900 eager and exciting residents, tourists, even passers-by to join in with the activities and enjoy the beautiful weather all for FREE!

In the first week the children enjoyed some classic favourites such as African drumming with Drumlove. Once again the parks were full of the sounds of Africa through the booming drums and percussion instruments. Young children under five and grandparents joined in with these workshops, which bridged this age gap beautifully. Memories of traditional British seaside holidays came flooding back when Sarah Edwards put on some arts workshops also in this week. Participants got a chance to create animals where the children could put their own face in to it, creating a type of mask. After a few hours the towns were flooded with animals as people left the parks. Also in Evesham Dancefest, the counties dance agency, came down to run a couple of street dance sessions as part of the ’12 Moves’ project which is building towards the 2012 Olympics.

In the second week the weather was less kind, but we kept on going and provided some great drop in activities. New to this event children and their families were enthralled by Professor Pop Up’s make your own puppets. Participants learnt to create individual characters from card and then also learnt how to use them. They then used the puppets in the Slam Poetry sessions and created poetry around the characters created. Not only this Spoz, the poet workshop leader, delivered poetry to the audience and got people writing poetry about chocolate and cheese which particularly went down well!

To add to all the excitement, the various Childrens Centres from around the district brought their enthusiasm and fun for the under fives. Workshops in instrument making, singing and creative play added another dimension to the whole event.
