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Droitwich Spa Area Partnership Update – November 2011
Partnership Meetings:

The partnership has agreed to alternate the focus of our meetings between Business and community issues. Therefore our October meeting focused on business with a presentation from The Best of Droitwich. As a result after many years of trying to engage the business sector in Droitwich we have offered the business sector seat on the Partnership to The Best of Droitwich which has been accepted. Signs are very positive that they will be a successful addition to the partnership and work is already underway between The Best of Droitwich and Droitwich Spa and Rural CVS about how the business and voluntary and community sector can work more closely together.

In addition the partnership has welcomed the Children’s Centre in place of British Waterways.
As a partnership we are concerned about the recent ofsted report for Droitwich High School and have therefore invited the Head Teacher and a governor to our December meeting.

DSAP Funding:

The appraisal panel and partnership agreed funding of £1000 for Droitwich Waterways (Pamela May) Trust ltd.  This money will contribute towards the training of 10 volunteer crew members for the Pamela May Charity Boat ensuring they are fully qualified in accordance with legislation.

Future Priorities:
The partnership is looking forward to a future presentation from Janet Yates on the work she has been undertaking around the economic benefits of the canal for Droitwich and surrounding area.

Work is progressing on the development of a Heritage Lottery Bid led by Droitwich Spa and Rural CVS.

The partnership will also need to consider the opportunities presented to us as a result of the announcement of the Olympic Torch’s visit on 24th May 2012.
