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All projects in our 2010/11 programme are progressing well levering in excess of £800k .  In particular the Cardiac Rehab goes from strength to strength.  NHS Worcs recently released a press notice announcing that due to the success of Evesham’s community based facility, it was moving the Worcester hospital based facility into the community, to follow Evesham’s example.

Evesham Market Town Partnership aims to encourage big hitting projects for 2011-12. It is envisaged that projects will respond to multiple LSP Priorities and as such the Partnership has agreed to strengthen the role of the Appraisal Panel in deciding which projects will go forward into the Action Plan. In recognition of its new role the Appraisal Panel has been renamed the ‘Scrutiny Panel’ and the membership has been expanded ensuring representation from the business community as well as the Public and Voluntary sectors. The Scrutiny Panel will review the current project appraisal process with the aim of focusing and optimising the benefit of EMTP funding contributions. 
To further support the Partnership’s aim to promote projects that have the potential for greatest impact, the Chairman and Manager have met with their opposite numbers in Pershore to investigate the potential for greater synergy through joint working and as well as encouraging partners to also work more cohesively.
 An outcome of a meeting with Transition Evesham held on 17th December is that the Transition Groups in Evesham and Pershore have been encouraged to develop joint projects including a potential new food festival promoting locally grown salads.
Further joint working between LSPs will be explored.
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
