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Introduction

Welcome to the 2009-11 Evesham Market Town Partnership’s (MTP) Action Plan.  This plan takes a look back at the Partnership’s performance in 2009-10 and outlines its updated priorities until 2011 and potential projects for the year ahead.  
The MTP jointly serves as the Local Strategic Partnership, to help identify, steer and deliver the Wychavon Community Plan (See Appendix 5).  The MTP originates from an economic regeneration background and it is fortunate, as Evesham along with most towns in the country challenge the affects of a protracted recession, that it is a dynamic and effective mechanism.  Wychavon Regeneration Section and the MTP are working in Partnership with Evesham Town Council, The Vale of Evesham Commerce & Tourism Association (VECTA), The Riverside Shopping Centre, Retailers and Businesses to address many of the resultant issues.  This enhanced Partnership continues to promote Evesham and its Vale, to retain and attract inward investment and build confidence in its future prosperity.

Since 2006 the Partnership has been awarded a grant of £30,000.00 from Wychavon each year to continue its work.  The Partnership continues to give a return, ranging from 5:1 to 10:1 on this investment, through match funding initiatives.   The Partnership ethos of seeking long-term economic regeneration for Evesham and its Hinterland is not only being sustained, but through the priorities of the Community Plan and the ‘bottom-up’ identification of local needs but is also engaging and helping with community, voluntary sector, health, education and other germane issues. 

The importance of ‘Theme Groups’, which support the work of the MTP continues to grow. These ‘grass roots level’ sub-groups provide the MTP with vital information and identify the ‘need’ for various projects and help steer the Action Plan and in turn assist the Wychavon Community Plan Core Group in formulating and delivering the Wychavon Community Strategy .   It was proposed that a Theme Groups Seminar, involving all the Theme Groups and MTPs in Wychavon should take place in 2010.  See Appendices 3, 4 and 5. 


2009-10  – Overview of performance

The year marked some remarkable achievements for the Partnership, not least:

· A Regional Award

· Dynamic action to steer and lead Evesham’s retailers and businesses out of recession and partnership endeavours with the Vale of Evesham Commerce & Tourism Association (VECTA). 
· New heights for the British Asparagus Festival in the Vale of Evesham and a further 3-year’s sponsorship deal for the Evesham Angling Festival
· Ground breaking progress by the Evesham Cardiac Rehabilitation Centre 
Highlighting another successful year for the Evesham MTP was its 2009 National Market Towns award for the best Regional Market Town Project in the Social & Community category.  The bid, named ‘A healthy Future Evesham’ used the natural and built environment to address social, mental and physical health issues in Evesham and the rural hinterland.  Including forest schools, accessible footpaths, a walking group, fully accessible petanque courts and the cardiac rehabilitation centre to show how Evesham was using a holistic approach to social and health needs.
The ‘Economic Success for All’ priority of the Wychavon Community Plan was predominant again in the Action Plan.  Through dynamic flexibility the MTP enjoyed another successful year despite the difficulties attending the protracted nature of the recession and delays in commencing the High Street Re-development Scheme. Much interest and effort was garnered and expended to meet the challenges, continuing the fight to lead the town out of recession.
In February 2009 a Town Centre Walkabout took place with the purpose of assessing the affects of the recession on the town.  This involved key town representatives (MTP, VECTA, Civic Society, Retailers and Businesses including the Riverside Shopping Centre), the Member of Parliament, Advantage West Midlands (AWM) and all 3 Local Authorities.  This galvanised thinking on how to seize the moment and build for the future and as a result of this an Evesham Promotion Group (EPG), comprising a mix of the town’s public and private sector representatives, was established to act as a co-ordination and advisory body, to, quote, ‘present Evesham as a proactive and dynamic business and tourism destination’ Although established by the MTP it was decided that the group should be run under the auspices of the VECTA, as it is considered to be the best vehicle to represent the commercial and tourism interests of the Town and the Vale.   It has been very noticeable that VECTA has been much more active in the town since the creation of the EPG and is leading or supporting several initiatives. Support was also given to a valuable Town Council initiative to produce and distribute an Inward Investment Brochure to help promote the town to potential investors. 
As a direct response to the recession three projects were created. First, an Accommodation Providers Accreditation & Business Support & Development Grant Fund was established. The ‘Accreditation’ element of it has been under-subscribed but the latter elements have been very successful.  Then, a Contingency Fund, to respond to opportunities to counter the recession was set up, supporting the VECTA inspired  ‘Rediscover the Vale’ website  The fund also enabled a new partnership project for retailers; to provide Ecommerce on line shopping facilities for 100 traders.  The take up on this has been astonishing and it is expected that it will attract full take-up.  78 retailers had ‘signed-up’ by November 2009.  Rainbow Digital Media are delivering the system and providing 50% of the funding.  VECTA is also a key financing and managing partner in this 2-3 year project which is the joint-main thrust of current efforts to help traders through the recession and to develop a sustainable and viable future for the High Street. 
Another MTP ‘thrust’ to improve the local economy lay with the ‘Local Distinctiveness’ events programme. Events have been long-recognised as an important economic generator that encourages increased footfall in the town, the opportunity to enjoy an enhanced ‘visitor experience’ and the development of Evesham as a ‘Visitor Destination’.  The programme, albeit punctuated by poor weather, was very successful. 

One of the key action points to come out of the ‘Walkabout’ was the lack of and the need for a town ‘Focal Point’.  There is a clear accord from all involved that the Town Hall building and Market Place are ripe for development to provide both a historic focal point and a venue for a balanced daytime and evening economy respectively.  The development of a café themed area in Market Place is viewed as a vital element of any plan to regenerate the Town Centre. Subsequent meetings and discussions with ‘Realis’, agents especially commissioned by AXA, the owners of the Riverside Shopping Centre, to revitalise the Shopping Centre’s fortunes have unanimously reinforced the findings and views of all concerned.   Currently, ‘Realis’ are focusing on filling its flagship empty premises and smaller retail units and once this has been achieved will put more effort into finding an occupant for the Town Hall Building,  developing it appropriately with a tenant that will also deliver the café themed presence in Market Place. 

There is also unanimity in seeking to move the venue of the Charter Market to a new market place in an open space that is to be delivered as part of the High Street Regeneration Scheme.  This is included in the plans and equipment, to provide electricity and the Town Christmas Tree holder has been purchased for installation by May 2010. 

The Better Welcome(BW) Programme came to its conclusion after a 2-3year process.  This programme resulted in Evesham obtaining a £25,000 grant from AWM to help promote the town to its visitors. The installation of an enhanced pedestrian post network, a town Battlefield trail, a town and vale map and information display cabinets in all car parks and the town centre, is in progress.  Augmenting this is a Street Art grant of £20,000 from the High Street Scheme to install illustrated paving slabs depicting Evesham’s history and heritage and this is in the process of being delivered.  Additionally, for successful completion of the BW process the town benefited from a further AWM award (£2000) after successfully negotiating its way through a Skillsmart Retail Survey process. The latter included a Mystery Shopper initiative, a mentoring service for businesses that requested it and acquired useful town benchmarking updates.  The town was placed a very creditable 14th out of some 90 towns that have participated in the survey, countrywide.  

The ‘British Asparagus Festival (including the Air Balloon Fiesta and National Morris Weekend events), again reached new PR heights with regional and national media reportage including television. Quite apart from the impact and enjoyment of the events the opportunity to showcase Evesham regionally and nationally is an important economic dynamic and the town enjoyed more visitors during the year than several preceding it. The Almonry Heritage Centre reported record numbers of visitors and Evesham Country Park enjoyed 17% growth during this period of deep recession.  Long may it continue. 
The 2009 ‘Evesham Country Christmas’ event, despite the appalling weather and an abysmal ‘Father Christmas’, was very successful.  The latter attracted regional and national media attention but working on the adage that ‘all publicity is good publicity’ then the event definitely had ‘added value’. The Town Council provided an ice skating rink in the Town Centre for 3-days. This was extremely popular and attracted large numbers of people, giving the town centre a real ‘buzz’. MTP and Wychavon Promotional support was given and it is recommended that this should again be supported in 2010. 
The Angling Festival, although not an MTP event, was again a resounding success and a new 3-year sponsorship deal has been brokered. The sponsors have asked that the festival be branded ‘The Evesham Festival’ with a corporate logo that reflects its angling foundation. The sponsors believe that the new branding will attract other segments of the public to the iconic festival which will develop with a more diverse retail and retail festival village.  The MTP supported the construction of 10 additional fishing platforms in 2009, enabling the Festival to accommodate 80 contestants.   

Markets.  The second and final part of financial support to promote the revamped Evesham Charter Market was given to the Town Council.  The market has not reached expected/desired attendance by stall holders and by extension public footfall. Sketts, the market operators are looking forward to moving to the new site for the market, in 2010.  The new site will be abutting the High Street between Allee de Dreux and Barclays Bank. A Continental Market was invited to visit the town over the August Bank Holiday and was moderately successful. There is an unofficial Farmers Market (an offshoot of the Worcestershire Farmers Market Group) that the Town Council accommodates in Market Place on the 4th Friday of each month but stall numbers are small and inconsistent.  Craft Fayres, involving the Vale Crafts Guild regularly accompany MTP events in the Town Centre and are of a high quality.  
The Walking Your Way to Health (WHi) national walking group scheme has made even greater ‘strides’ and is in the process of setting itself up as an independent group, affiliated to the Whi programme. The MTP has facilitated a £1,000 grant for them to establish themselves independently.
Supporting all walkers and the efforts of the Cardiac Rehabilitation Centre, the construction and enhancement of footpaths around the town has been completed.  The hardening of the riverside footpaths from Ferry Meadows to the Rugby Club has been completed as has the S106 facilitated footpath from Common Meadow to the Railway Bridge East of the Town. This completes the MTP 3-year footpaths/walks improvement programme.  One loop, from the Railway Bridge (West of the Town) to the Old Worcester Road now needs to be formally adopted through the Permissive or Public Rights of Way to link the Simon de Montfort Battlefield site, Blaneys Lane and Oxstalls Farm to the River Avon, thereby creating a CA5-miles circular walk linking the Evesham ‘U’ of the river.  Efforts to engage WCC Countryside Services, to get this final section formalised as a PROW, are ongoing.
The Cardiac Rehabilitation Centre, which is being temporarily housed in Evesham Rowing Club, has been a phenomenal success helping to meet local health needs, with patients groups being fully subscribed and overflow being catered for at Evesham Leisure Centre.  This project has been recognised by the NHS Acute Trust and South Worcestershire PCT causing them to focus and direct more emphasis on Cardiac Rehabilitation throughout the PCT area. The provision of trained nurses to deliver cardiac care is now assured and the long term future of cardiac rehabilitation centres looks healthy and locally, expanding patient numbers will necessitate larger, permanent premises being sought.

2009-11 Action Plan Development Process
In furtherance of the Wychavon Community Plan and in consultation with its Theme Groups, Evesham Market Town Partnership (EMTP) has identified the following priorities for its Action Plan for 2009-11.


a.   Communities that are Safe and feel Safe.

· Convene Theme Group meetings to resolve any actual threat or situation

· Support initiatives recommended by the Theme Group

· Manage perceptions of crime through meetings and local press initiatives to reassure the community that Wychavon is a low crime area

· Support ‘working together initiatives, responding to local needs, local policing, Partners and Community Together (PACT), involving people by partners working together

· Invite H&W Fire Service to join the Theme Group and support their community household and buildings safety work

· Monitor the speeding control pilot (Cookhill and Inkberrow) and if successful lobby WCC Highways to extend the initiative to other villages and request speed enforcement action from West Mercia Constabulary

· Request WCC Highways to install additional 30MPH signs along Greenhill, Evesham

· Support youth initiatives in Evesham and villages including Young Drivers workshops
· Support more local policing teams visits to the Town centre and Riverside Shopping Centre

· Invite West Constabulary Neighbourhood Watch Officer to MTP meeting to give a presentation on SmartWater (a property marking process).

· Combat anti-social behaviour in the Town Centre.  Invite Night-club staff to the Theme Group Meetings

· Request WCC Highways to decrease the 30mph speed limit in Evesham High Street to 20mph


b. A Better Environment for today and tomorrow

· To support and implement river and riverside development issues and flooding alleviation management

· Support FWAG and other initiatives for improved water storage in farmland soils and drainage

· Implement recommendation from the 2008 ‘Linking Town & River Leisure Study’. 

· Highlight the need for an additional road bridge to resolve traffic congestion in the Town Centre and gateways 

· Lobby for improved road safety where right of way footpaths meet main roads, in particular on the Evesham By-pass

· Support any opportunity to build the Hampton South Evesham by-pass link

· Lobby for better traffic management in and around the town.  The present system is inefficient, flies in the face of public opinion and demand and must be improved

· Public Transport links: Better communications with the transport network are needed with more efficient and integrated timetables for transport providers and more accessible transport for the disabled.  Liaison with WCC Integrated Rural Partnership to be effected to address these issues.

· Better transport facilities for hinterland villages

· More accessible transport is needed and the recently provided disabled ramp at Evesham Station also needs to be made more accessible. WCC Highways to be asked to provide dropped curbs and appropriate road markings on Worcester Road access 

· Foster closer working relations with the Cotswold Line promotion Group to facilitate better liaison and promotional linkages.

· Support improvement to Evesham railway Station including taxi/phone links, station information and map display (latter to be included in the Better Welcome programme)

· Climate change and carbon footprint issues:

· Support and lobby Wychavon to produce sustainable Construction Advice Notes with advice on use of appropriate buildings materials, modern interventions on listed buildings, household energy consumption, insulation etc

· Support Wychavon in its endeavours to improve recycling

· Support renewable energy projects

· ECO- displays/information to form part of the 999 Community Safety Day event on 6th June

· Support Wychavon Townscape Heritage Initiative bid and encourage Wychavon Heritage Section to investigate the ancient drainage works in Workman Gardens as part of the bid.  

· Support Linking Environment and Farmland (LEAF) initiatives

· Support initiatives that protect and actively promote and maintain the natural and historic environment.

· Support Wychavon in its tasks to create and maintain a clean and safe environment

· Support the development of footpaths and cycleways for health and leisure in the community, for visitors and to help improve the local economy

· Support the Evesham High Street redevelopment

· Support further phases of the ‘Better Welcome’ capital programme for the improvement of the Town Centre  environment and local economy

· Support the construction of a vehicle bearing bridge between Corporation and Ferry Meadows to facilitate more viable usage of Crown Meadow for events and Festivals

· Support the development of capital projects in Evesham Country Park for the benefit of the environment, local business development and the local economy

· Develop an Evesham Watersports Centre in partnership with Evesham Town Council, Evesham Rowing Club, Evesham Sailing Club and Evesham Paddle Sport/Kayak Club on the site of the old disused swimming pool in Common Meadow. 

· Support all initiatives for more low cost and affordable housing particularly in the villages

· Support initiatives to stop fly-posting and identify suitable sites for posters and banners to be displayed

c.   Meeting the Needs of Children & Young People 

· Support the delivery of local accessible DVD Cinemas through Evesham and its hinterland

· Support ‘places to go’ and ‘things to do’ directories with the emphasis on www.plugandplay.org.uk Website

· Support the establishment of the Evesham and hinterland Youth Forum to feed into the wider Wychavon Youth Forum, Youth Parliament, MTP C&YP Theme Group and Local Members

· Support projects engaging with the traveller community, such as the work at Wallace House and the Harvington site

· Support Ourside Youth Centre, Bengeworth and initiatives to deliver new and innovative projects by young people

· Provide feedback to deliverers on Party in the Park events and Summer Holiday activities on their content and format

· Support summer projects and after school projects for younger people

· Support and encourage natural play opportunities and initiatives

· Support childcare initiatives for parents

· Support ‘Keeping families together’ initiatives

· Encourage and support cookery for children and parents 

· Support writing, arts and music competitions for young people

· Work with the Hinton Community Forum and support the delivery of play facilities to Hinton

· Work with Rooftop HG to provide pro-active assistance with young people placed in the Evesham and hinterland areas

· Map out buildings in the area belonging to the voluntary & statutory sectors to ascertain what is there, where they are and what they could be used for.

· Help promote Evesham College as a FE medium for local schools

· Support the development of a Forest Schools Wildlife Garden

· Support Poppy Day fund raising initiatives
· Support Silver Surfing Day initiatives
· Support Children in Need day

· Support PACT consultation with young people at the Ourside Youth Centre

· Deliver a project that involves young people in intergenerational activity, introduces them to and promotes ‘volunteering’ and increases their skills and training

· Deliver a project that provides a hinterland Sessional worker to work with youth groups to support them in their development, delivery and sustainability or matters affecting membership

· Support initiatives that give opportunities for young people to get involved in community projects and volunteering and the creation of a ‘Youth Volunteer Corps’. 

· Support Community enterprises for all 

· Support efforts to develop an enterprise centre with business support

· Support effective use of transport to facilitate involvement of young people in sport, arts and academic endeavours

· Develop a BMX facility, cycling and running track. 

· Support Generations Together/Inter-generational projects and initiatives

d.   Stronger Communities

· Undertake a 2-year intergenerational project to compile an oral history of life in town and vale encouraging younger people to have a better understanding of their heritage and history, involvement with the community and pride in their environs and to produce a printed history. 

· Undertake a 2-year project to produce models of just what makes a ‘Stronger Community stimulating community cohesion and involvement.  To identify two villages and explore the ways in which the community interacts and supports its inhabitants  

· To develop the IT of the Evesham Volunteer Centre to serve better the people and communities that it serves through the procurement of more efficient equipment

· To produce a Website based directory of services for the community

· To support Hampton Residents Association to become a constituted group to help it to acquire a children’s play park, a further pedestrian crossing and to limit the number of new-build residences to match the resources that have to service them. 

· To support the work of the Evesham Volunteer centre

· To work with Rooftop HG in its ‘open door’  community initiatives spanning all age groups 

· Help create more intergenerational links and groups
· To support initiatives to engage with the Black Pear Credit Union to facilitate projects to increase community capacity in areas of deprivation


e.   Improving Health & Wellbeing

· Support development of a cycle path from Evesham to Tewkesbury

· Support delivery of a Young people Health Awareness Day projects aimed at for middle-school pupils

· Support the Wychavon Core Group bid for Health Improvement Fund funding to address such problems as heart disease, smoking, obesity, diabetes and road traffic collisions

· Support positive activities for YP and health initiatives for older people

· Support ‘Books on subscription’ initiatives (literature helping those who need to tackle their problems)

· Support Community Horticultural projects (Growing & Cooking and Healthy Eating), Cooking on a Budget etc

· Support initiatives that will improve transport access for the 55+ age group in rural areas

· Support the Wychavon 5-a day campaign and nutrition training (including caterers, child minders & clubs) and cookery for children and adults

· Support initiatives that address mental health problems, including advice on financial matters

· Support initiatives that address breast feeding and weaning

· Support Walking your Way to Health (WHi) initiatives including development and promotion of footpaths and their sign posting

· Support peer-led health activities

· Support the delivery, maintenance and sustainability of the Evesham Cardiac Rehabilitation Centre

· Support Evesham High School re-development including an all weather cycle and running track that can be used by the community and clubs

· Support the development of a BMX facility

· Facilitate the provision of a Youth Shelter at Charity Brook Park and other locations
· Work with and support voluntary and community groups on health issues

· Support initiatives to create a Sports Performance Centre in Evesham

f.   Economic Success for All

· Work with partners to create a strong ‘Economic Promotion Partnership’ to counter the recession and improve the local economy

· Development of VECTA as the town’s consultation body on commerce, retail and tourism matters

· Support all initiatives that influence and benefit the local economy of Town and Vale

· Promote Evesham as ‘The friendly town’ through excellent retail customer care and services.

· Encourage more participation from retailers and businesses to support town events and festivals 

· Support local businesses, keeping business local and by buying local

· Support initiatives that help promote the local economy, including retail promotions

· Encourage the compilation of a history of food and the railway in the Vale of Evesham

· Provision of quality, accredited accommodation in the Vale of Evesham

· Continue to develop riverside Tourism, Leisure and Business opportunities

· Create improved links between Evesham Country Park, the River and the Town Centre by road, river, footpath, cycleways and rail

· Support the ‘Better Welcome’ programme of improved signs, information cabinets, heritage plaques & maps 

· Support re-development of the High Street environment/streetscape for the betterment of the local economy and to make Evesham more a visitor attraction and destination

· Install power pillars and structures at key sites in the town centre to facilitate outside events

· Improve ‘brown tourism signs at the town’s gateways

· Support ‘Local Distinctiveness’ initiatives particularly events run by local groups to promote town and vale as a visitor destination and improve the local economy for all

· Support all efforts to improve local transport, rail and road, initiatives

· More prominence of the History and Heritage of Evesham and the Vale and creation of a town heritage Trail
· Display Vale of Evesham and Local Distinctiveness pictorials in empty shops and a local ‘Partnership’ directory of who’s who, ‘how to’ and ‘what’s what’

· Support the Town Council to improve its Christmas Lights 

· Support the town’s ‘twinning’ group

· Support Evesham Town Council’s endeavours to improve the Charter Market

· Help Evesham Arts Centre to develop as an efficiently run community facility
· Help the development of the Regal Cinema as a community based theatre and cinema 



Projects for Delivery 2009-10/11

Projects have been identified through the Theme Group meetings process

Supporting the Action Plan Development Process, a range of projects for delivery from 2009 has been identified that support these priorities and those of the Wychavon Community Plan.  These are listed in Appendix 2. Additional projects are to be identified.  All projects are subject to the following MTP Process:
· Project applicants are sent a MTP project Application Form and a file opened

· Project applications are to be scrutinised by MTP Manager to ensure that they meet the criteria and are accurately and fully completed.  All projects should support the priorities of the Wychavon Community Plan.
· The MTP manager is to present applications that meet the criteria to either the MTP Projects Appraisal Panel for their recommendations or directly by the MTP Board at a Partnership Meeting for appraisal and approval.  Each project is to be scored against a MTP Project Appraisal schematic to ensure that it meets the requirements, objectives and milestones of the Community Plan.  In exceptional circumstances projects may be processed electronically by the MTP Board members.
· All projects must be approved at a MTP Board Meeting and records made.
· Projects approved by the MTP Board are subject to an Offer Letter.  The Offer Letter is a contract between the MTP and Non-Wychavon project applicants and will stipulate the conditions under which a project is to be financially supported by the MTP. This can include ‘claw back’ stipulations.  No funding is to be released unless the project applicant agrees to the terms of the Offer letter and signed copies have been exchanged.   It is incumbent upon the project applicant to keep the MTP informed of the progress and delivery of the project and where relevant, copies of receipts and invoices in support of the project.  Funding may be paid in advance as a grant or against payment of invoices, as appropriate. 

The Board also agreed that in the event of the failure of a primary choice project or because allocated funds were not drawn on or fully drawn down, the funding could be used to enhance existing projects and/or appropriate ‘reserve’ projects would be identified.  Any project that has not had funds committed to it by November 2010 may be cancelled and funding re-allocated.
