	1. Welcome & introductions

Audrey welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced Jack Hegarty MD at Wychavon DC who would be observing today.  Round the table introductions were made.

	2. Notes of the last meeting & matters arising – 19 January 2011
The notes were agreed as a correct record.

Karen Wright provided the following information about the road accident data as follows:- 
The Road Accident data in the profiles published by The Association of Public Health Observatories is, according to APHO, provided by the police and published by the Department of Transport. 

The key passage:

Not all road casualties are reported to police. Areas with low resident populations but which have high inflows of people or traffic may have artificially high rates because the at-risk resident population is not an accurate measure of exposure to transport. This is likely to affect the results for employment centres and sparsely populated rural areas which have high numbers of visitors or through traffic.

The comparison with national data may be misleading as Wychavon is for the most part a sparsely populated rural area.

With respect to turning lights off on the motorway this is the responsibility of the Highways Agency and is linked to traffic flow on the particular stretch of motorway, hence why Gloucestershire lights may be turned off while Worcestershire’s are on.

	3. “More for less”: resdesigning community services 
Clive Wright, Director from Walsall Partnership gave us a presentation on how Walsall Partnership has developed a new approach to service provision to transform services, reduce waste, spend less and improve outcomes for customers.    He explained how a prototype new way of operating has been applied to a number of issues over a seven week period in the St Matthew’s ward of Walsall.  The Working Smarter Programme – the St Matthew’s Pilot Report is attached with these minutes. 
The Group was very impressed with the presentation and it was suggested that it could work well in contained settings, for example Opportunity Vale of Evesham.


	

	4. 2010 Worcestershire Viewpoint results
Cherrie Mansfield circulated the Worcestershire Viewpoint summary of top line results by LSP area that took place between 21 October and 22 November 2010.
She highlighted a few main points and encouraged everyone to share it with their partnerships and to use it when producing action plans.

	5. Public Health White Paper
Karen Wright gave a presentation on the Healthy Lives, Healthy People - Public Health White Paper.  She highlighted that the recommended daily allowance for eating fruit and veg is 5-a-day.  Local government has a huge part to play in improving the health of their populations.  The White Paper provides an opportunity to stem the demand on health and social care services by helping people to make the right choices and to tackle the causes of poor health.   

	

	6. Community Strategy update (paper circulated with agenda)
The single Sustainable Community Strategy was agreed at the Worcestershire Partnership Board on 14 March subject to the wording being re-written to provide clarity of the meaning of "empowered communities" and also to incorporate the full width and breadth of this priority such as crime, housing, health, affordable housing etc.  The 12 week consultation will begin around 4 April.
Kate Stephens expressed concern that there is a lack of priorities about young people in the Wychavon priorities.
The Partnership agreed the following:

· To provide Worcestershire Partnership with a brief update of where we are with our priorities and if they have changed or are likely to change from the version in the attached Board report.
· The priorities to be included with the County LSP priorities in the consultation document.
· An additional question be added to the consultation specifically to give feedback on our priorities,

Children’s Centre – the new structure has now been released, will remain the same apart from having less staff.
