How will 1 know if my bid is
successful?

Properties will be offered to the person with the
highest relevant band and who has been registered
the longest, within that band.

You will be contacted only if you are successful, by
the Housing Association. They will carry out some
relevant checks, which may include a home visit.
Once they are
happy with your
application, a
viewing will be
arranged and a
date to sign for the
tenancy.

The results of the
successful
applicants banding
category and
registration date
within that banding will be advertised on the web
site www.homechoiceplus.org.uk and at the
organisations on the back page of this leaflet.

How quickly will 1 be
housed?

This will depend on your housing need, the
availability of the type of property you need and
also the area(s) you are considering.

You will have a longer wait for the more popular
properties or areas.

If you do not bid for properties you cannot be
considered for them, so it is important to be active
in the Home Choice Plus scheme.
